LENGTH OF COURSE: AS COURSE – FIRST YEAR

What will I learn? 
In the AS course you will study key approaches (biological, psychodynamic, behaviourist, cognitive and humanistic), gender development, research methods, conformity and obedience, perceptual processes, remembering and forgetting, anxiety disorders and autism. 

A2 topics include child development, forensic psychology, substance abuse, key approaches, debates in psychology, research methods and the scientific approach to Psychology. 

How will I learn? 
This AQA course has been designed to give students a fundamental understanding of theory, concepts and research in psychology; a critical appreciation of the scientific nature of psychology; an opportunity to develop a capacity for critical thinking, and an appreciation of the relationship between the different aspects of the subject and the ability to relate them to contemporary issues. 

How will I be assessed?

AS assessment will be by two modular examinations (one in January and one in May) 

A2 assessment will be by two modular examinations (one in January and one in June). 

Where might it lead? 
Potential jobs prospects: health psychology, occupational psychology, sport psychology clinical psychology, educational psychology, child development, social work, counselling, teaching, public services.

What are the entry requirements? 
Level 2 threshold (5 A* - C GCSE passes or equivalent). Grade B in English Language is desirable.
