Dear Parent/Guardian  
With the start of the new school year there have been changes to both of our Academy sites reflecting the exciting work that is taking place to deliver the new Academy buildings for early in 2013.  As a result of these changes, and some on-going issues, we wish to ensure that we take all possible steps to protect the health and safety of all our students, staff and visitors. 

West Site
In particular it came to our attention that recently on the West site we had an unfortunate incident where one of the school buses was damaged as it tried to get into the school grounds to pick up our students.  This was brought about, to a large extent, by some inconsiderate parking around the entrance gates.  The result was that due to the limited space a window was broken and consequently an extra bus then had to be sent out and a number of our students were late home.   
Therefore, can I please ask that if you are dropping  someone off in the morning, or picking them up at the end of the school day, could you not park too close to the Unity Street gates to protect the safety of everyone.

East Site
As visitors to the East Site will have noticed the entrance into the site has changed considerably.  In trying to make it safer for all pedestrians entering the site double yellow lines have been placed from the gates to the new car park entrance.  It has been observed that some motorists are dropping off students in the morning on these double lines, thus making it almost impossible for other traffic to see the junction and the crossing point. This makes crossing of the area dangerous for our students.  
Could I ask that if you are dropping someone off, or even picking them up at the end of the day, that this is done within the new car park where there is a clearly marked one-way circuit and plenty of space. This will be both easier for you and less dangerous for students.
Thank you in advance for reading this notice and for helping us to ensure safety on the Academy sites.  We look forward to hearing from any of you that may have any other positive suggestions of how we might improve the safety of our site entrances, or any other Academy related health and safety issues that may be of concern to you.
