Dress Code Policy
Sixth Form Students are role models for the community and are expected to uphold specific standards of dress so that student’s in lower year groups follow their example. 

We therefore expect Sixth Form students to maintain consistently good standards of dress and should be smart and business-like in appearance.
Students are permitted to wear clothes of their own choice within the guidelines set out below.  They should understand that this is a privilege granted by the Academy to encourage independence and also enable students to develop an understanding of what constitutes appropriate choice.

· Tops: should be shirts with a tie, blouses, jackets or cardigans.  Tops must not be low-cut or exposing the midriff.  Vest-type tops and ‘hoodies’ are not permitted. 

· Skirts: should be smart and business-like and ‘nearer to the knee than not’.  Denim of any colour is not permitted.  All hem-lines must be neat and not frayed.

· Trousers: should be smart and business-like and can be linen trousers.  Jeans or denim-like material of any colour is not permitted.  Students should not wear shorts, tracksuit bottoms or combat trousers.  All hem-lines must be neat and not frayed.

· Shoes: Should be traditional footwear.  Flip-flops, trainers/variations of trainers are not permitted.  All shoes should be sturdy and solid, not flimsy footwear.

· Suits may be worn if students wish to do so.

· Hats are not permitted to be worn on the Academy site.

Students undertaking a course where a change of clothing may be appropriate will be required to wear smart clothing according to the above dress code and change into more casual wear when required.  
Any student who does not conform to the above dress code will be sent home to change.  Any absence/non-attendance or missed lessons due to non-conformity of the dress code will affect payment of EMA.

Non-EMA students will be placed on disciplinary sanctions.
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
