Reporting and Target Setting Policy
Student progress will be reported formally three times during each academic year; during October, December and April.  This reporting cycle will include one full AFL report.

Students will be assessed on their current level of performance (CLP), attitude to learning (AL) and attitude to deadlines (DL). 

Students who are off-target in one or more subjects or who receive an AL grade of 4 will be placed on Step 1 of the Disciplinary Ladder.  Students who are off-target but receiving AL1 or AL2 grades will be interviewed by a member of the Sixth Form team and relevant subject teachers in order to identify appropriate support strategies.

Target Setting
Level 3:

Target grades will be set by the Sixth Form team at the beginning of each academic year on the basis of ALPs data.

Level 2:

Target grades will be determined by the Sixth Form team at the beginning of each academic year on the basis of student performance at Key Stage 4 and other prior attainment data.
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
