Sixth Form Review Process
The Sixth Form subjects taught at The Isle of Sheppey Academy are in a continuous process of review and evaluation. All subjects taught at Post-16 Level (both 2 and 3) are reviewed on a twice yearly basis by the Sixth Form Team. The Process is as follows:

Review 1:
Following the schedule overleaf the following procedure takes place:

· SFT complete relevant sections on attainment and progress on the Sixth Form Review Sheet; this then to be given to relevant TL (these are all based on data available from terminal exams and the CLP on the system)

· Heads of Sixth Form liaise with relevant student subject representatives to gain student feedback regarding quality of teaching, assessment, engagement, enrichment and progress
· SFT observes up to 4 lessons for each subject taught at Post-16 across the fortnight, including auditing assessment (using standard Academy observation and audit records)

·  All the information above is then collated onto the  Review Sheet and TL has interview with one or more members of sixth form team to complete sections on enrichment and overall provision (plus to edit/comment on any sections and judgements they have evidence to the contrary of)

· Targets for next review will be discussed and decided

· The Review Sheet is then copied to TL, teachers of sixth form subject and SFT for file

Review 2 and subsequent reviews:
Based on the outcomes of Review one a new cycle will be produced. The Process is as follows:

· Subjects that have Good overall provision or better will only have a “light touch” review – involving an interview with TL to ascertain and discuss progress towards targets
