Teaching and Learning Review Policy
It is the policy of The Isle of Sheppey Sixth Form Centre, that all Sixth Form provision will be in a cycle of continuous review. In order to monitor the quality of teaching and learning the following systems and processes will be observed:

· Regular large scale surveying of students (see Student Voice Policy), to inform Teachers, Team Leaders and the Senior Sixth Form Team of student perception of the quality of provision

· Formal Lesson Observation of all staff teaching sixth form students at least once by the Senior Sixth form Team in the course of each academic year

· Regular drop-ins to sixth form lessons for informal monitoring on a weekly basis by HOS and SLT

· Termly meetings with team leaders for sixth form subjects to discuss issues and quality of teaching, so their self evaluation adds to that completed by the sixth form team

· Formal reviews of the provision by subject areas and pathways, calendared and completed by SLT in line with the Whole-Academy programme of subject monitoring (including lesson observations, pupil focus groups and work sampling/assessment monitoring)  
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
